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the village of Nazareth in Galilee, rode into Jerusalem amidst public
praises identifying him as the “King of Israel,” the “Son of David,” and
“he who comes in the name of the Lord”.

The Gospels-of the New Testament, written within-the lifetimes of those
who witnessed these events, record how the crowd that welcomed Jesus
laid their cloaks on the ground to cover his path. This was a symbol of
